COUNCIL PARTICIPATION IN RENEWABLE ENERGY PROJECTS

Both State and Federd Governments have programs offering subsdies to organisations to become
involved in renewable energy projects. | believe there may be some opportunities available for Council to
take advantage of these programs.

One project could involve the wastewater from Goondlabah which drops to East Lismore besde the
Southern Cross Universty, which is a large consumer of power. The ingredients are for a mini
hydrodlectric generator feeding eectricity directly into the Universty power grid. Similarly, there is a
pressure release valve at the top end of Ballina Street which has smilar potentid, but may be to a lesser
degree. Rous Water is currently investigating renewable energy schemes and have commissioned a firm of
consulting engineers to assess potentiad and submit subsidy gpplications, it should be redlised, however, that
its scheme would be much more profitable. If Council decides to further investigate this matter, then
perhaps a priminary assessment by Council daff should be done prior to consdering engaging
consultants.

1. That Lismore City Council make a submission to the NSW Roads and Traffic Authority (RTA)
advising that it does not object to the removal of Colemans Bridge over Leycester Creek in
Lismore.

2. That Council advise the RTA that should it decide to retain the existing bridge for whatever
purpose, Council is not prepared to accept owner ship and/or maintenance of the bridge.

Comment:
The future of access between North and South Lismore which is the Colemans and Robert White Bridges,
is currently being investigated by the RTA.

The old wooden bridge, Colemans Bridge, is the main cause of concern. The project figures for the
maintenance of this bridge, either as a main traffic conveyor or dternatively as a pedestrian and cycleway
are quite darming.

The RTA isquoting figures up to $29M over 100 years as the cost of maintenance. Money which should,
if the bridge is retained, be funded from the RTA Budget. A budget which cannot, at present, fund a very
much needed roundabout a the Bruxner Highway and Dibbs Street intersection; which cannot fund a
pedestrian underpass on Bruxner Highway a Lismore Heights, which cannot fund a pedestrian overpass a
Kadina High School, but which can evidently find the funds to maintain and possibly completely restore
a 100-year old bridge which has outlived its useful life and if retained as a traffic bridge, may in the future
have aweight limit imposad on it.

There are heritage implications; this bridge being high in the order of heritage importance (No. 16) for
NSW Bridges. These can be addressed by placing the trusses on a new bridge or if removed, the history
of the bridge should be recorded. It should be photographed and these records kept for posterity.

Currently Colemans Bridge forms part of a mgor arterid road serving the City. It is so important to the
orderly flow of traffic within the City thet it cannot be removed from service for more than one to two days
a any one time. As the existing Colemans Bridge requires mgor upgrading, the only red answer is to
build a new bridge.

That the $300,000 identified last Council meeting to minimise the crisis in roads maintenance
(bitumen patching) be allocated to those roads most in need, to include regional roads and to bein
accordance with the road rating point system adopted by Council.

Comment:

At the last Council meeting Council authorised the immediate release of $300,000 to minimise a crigs in
road maintenance (bitumen patching) over the 5 weeks when dtaff are on vacation. The Fix the Roads
Committee has resolved that Council funds not be expended on the regiond road network

other than to match repair funding as required by the RTA. Whilgt this might be a sound decision politicaly
(the theory being that we weaken our |obbying position if we start to spend our own funds on RTA roads)
| believe the redlity of our road funding Stuation and the gppaling

conditions of some of our regiona road network overrides this.

The regiona road network is where the greatest funds are being expended on bitumen patching. We have
dready overspent the patching budget for these roads and it is proposed to take the shortfal from
declassified regiond roads - ie. roads that are now "ours'. In addition, we have heavily patched some of
these roads twice in dmogt as many months and given more rain further work will become necessary in
order to provide aminimum levd of safety.

At arecent Fix the Roads committee meeting it was identified by both Nell Arbuthnot and in a postion
paper presented by Bill Moorhouse that bitumen patching is the most expensive method of repairing roads.
Figures given were $22/m for light patching with alife expectancy of 3-4 months, $25/m for heavy patching
with a life expectancy of 5 years and $17/m for rehabilitation with a life expectancy of 10 years. It was
further suggested that without considerable additiond funding the only red option isto revert the very worst
sections of the bitumen road network back to a gravel

surface.

As identified through the point system adopted by Council, the worst sections of bitumen road exist within
the regiona road network. Dunoon Road, Nimbin Road and Blue Knob Road al score over 80 points
according to the system whereas the worst local roads score under 70 points. Many

members of the committee identified that it would be unacceptable to the community to consider ripping up
mgor through roads and that dternatives needed to be investigated. Additiond funding is the only red
dternative.

Currently Council relies on RTA funds matched by Council funds to repair regiond roads. Council's
success in obtaining funds depends on our ability to compete with other Council areas. Whilst we have
been more successful than many other Councils in obtaining funds, in part due to the ability of staff to work
the system in our favour, RTA criteria for identifying priorities have seen mgor funds directed to projects
that include a safety factor such as redignment of the Nimbirn/Rosehill Road intersection.

We are currently locked into afour year program with the RTA that means we will be unlikely to see funds
alocated to those sections of regiond roads that are indeed in the worst condition. For instance, funds for
the Nimbin Road over the next four years will go a the section south of Shipway Road, a continuation of
the works from Rosehill Road towards Goolmangar, Cullen Street, the Stoney Chute Road intersection,
and the redignment that was deferred south of Blakebrook Quarry. Many other sections of the Nimbin
Road are in aworse state of repair than those identified for funding. Blue Knob Road has no repair funds
alocated over the next four years and we have been forced to undertake heavy patching in some sections
which leaves gpproximately 6km needing urgent repair work with no funds available for a least four years
and maybe never if the road can't compete on a State leve.

| agree that Council needs to continue |obbying and take every opportunity to try to secure extra funds but
| believe the Stuation in relaion to our regiond roads is criticd. | do not beieve it will wesken our
negotiaing podtion if we direct some of our own funds to the worst sections of the regional road network,
sections that would never meet the RTA's priorities for dlocating funds across the State. Whilst there is a
red fear that the regiond road system could consume dl of Council's road funding | believe that the Fix the
Roads Committee can recommend a works program that ensures local roads do not miss out. Given the
context of the decison made by Council at its last meeting funds should be directed to those roads where
major bitumen patching isanissue.

Whilgt it is easy for Council to State that regiond roads are RTA roads, they're not our responghility, the
redity is that the RTA see themsalves as making a contribution to the maintenance and repair of Council
roads. Further, many in the community see them as Council roads and don't make a distinction, a belief
that is reinforced by the State government at every opportunity. Council is stuck between a rock and a
hard place, as Bill Moorhouse would say, but | consder that when we can make additiond funding
avallable for roads, the regiond road network should be consdered dong with every other road in the
Council area (State roads excepted) and alocated funds according to priorities identified by the point score
sysem. Failure to do so may result in regiond roads being returned to gravel in a desperate bid to put
pressure on the State government.

Do we have the palitical will to carry this out? If not, then we must start directing our own funds into
regiona roads or else we will have no other option. Even if we do direct our own fundsinto regiona roads
they will be inadequate to ded with the problem and we may ill have to resort to ripping up the regiond
road network or redirecting funding from our loca road network unless subgtantid funding is received from
elsawhere.

The notice of motion is only looking at directing funds from the $300,000 dlocated last meeting which was
not directly linked to the loca road network.

STAFF COMMENT BY: GROUP MANAGER CITY WORKS

Without doubt the greatest injustice ever perpetrated on Locad Government has been the revison of the
Regiond Roads Agreement.  This has left Council with the responsibility of funding the Regiond Roads
with alimited contribution from the NSW Government viathe RTA.

The unfortunate fact is that this change which will impose increased costs on Council ratepayers was
ingtigated by the past Libera Codlition and has been happily continued by the present Labor Government.
Perhaps the saddest part was that these changes were actively supported by the Associations that
represent Local Government.

This Council has fought long and hard to gain extra funding for the Regiond Roads and ex-Regiond Roads
with very limited success. It is now becoming increasingly clear that the State Government is unable or
unwilling (or both) to provide sufficient funds to Councils to reconstruct the failed bitumen Regional Roads.

The harsh redity isthat LOCAL GOVERNMENT will need to fund the recongtruction of the Regiond
Roads System if it wishes the roads to be maintained in a reasonable condition.

There is no doubt that the Regiona Roads form the mgor traffic links around the Lismore Region and that
they are the most important and carry the mogt traffic. Therefore, it is reasonable to assume that in any
rationdisation of the road system, the Regiona Road links would be maintained at the highest levd.

ALLOCATING COUNCIL FUNDS- CR ROBERTSNOTICE OF MOTION:

Council could have added the $300,000 to the regiond road system as proposed by Cr Roberts asthereis
a huge funding shortfdl for the regiona roads. However, Council chose to fund the loca road system with
this money and by the date of this Council meeting work on Lockton Road should be complete and work
on Richmond Hill Road will be wdl underway. This effectivdly means that it is not possble to dlocate
much of the $300,000 to regiond roads. There is gtill an urgent need to upgrade the regiond roads - the
only question ishow can it be funded.

Unfortunately any rational gpproach to alocating Council's recongtruction funds towards the whole road
network would amost certainly dlocate ALL of Council's Roads Budget onto the Regionad Roads with
nothing or very little to Council's own Loca Road Network.

Thisis not an acceptable solution.

What are the alternatives?

Because of the high traffic counts, the poor sections of Regiond Roads deteriorate quickly during wet
wesather periods. Typically Council responds to this problem by extensve patching which in most cases
produces an unacceptable result and is exceedingly expensive (up to $30,000/annum/Km).

Thisis an unacceptable solution. The only red solution is to recongtruct the failed pavement. The only red

1. Theeasy answer isto approach the State and Federa Governments for money. We have not been
terribly successful at this over recent years and it would be reasonable to conclude that we are
unlikely to do so in the near future. Certainly we are not going to obtain sufficient funds to upgrade
30Km-40Km of road in the near future.

2. Council amply does not have the funds.
3. Loan funds

Council has been rductant to consder loan funds for work on Loca Roads as there is no clear
linkage to income. However, with Regiond Roads Council has very few choices once aroad fals.

The choicesare;

A. Rip up the faled road - this has dready been consdered unacceptable by Council.
B. Patch the road on a continuing basis a approximately $30,000/annum/Km

C. Reconstruct the road using loan funds at (say) $15,000/annum/Km.

While loan funds may not be the preferred method of funding aroad system it is substantialy better
than patching the patches.

L oan Funding for Regional Roads:
The Regiond Roads Network congsts of approximately 108Km:
- 103Km Bitumen-Sedled
- 5Km Gravel Surface.

The unfortunate part is that up to 40Km of the Regiona Roads System is classfied as Termind' and
in urgent need of rehabilitation. If we try and continue patching we will spend around $1.0M per
annum trying to patch the patches. If we raised a loan over al10-year period of (say) $4.0M to
recongtruct the 30Km-40Km we would only expend $600,000 per annum repaying the loan, and
have a credible road network.

The only good part of the story is that the RTA currently alocates approximady $1.0M annudly
towards the maintenance of the 108Km of road which is sufficient to maintain the sysem if it wasin
reasonable order. In fact, if a large proportion of the roads were reconstructed there would be
scope for a substantid proportion of the $1.0M, (say) $300,000 to $400,000 being available to
repay the loan.

This would leave Council with a maximum likely cash contribution towards the Regiond Roads
of $200,000-$300,000 per annum which is an amount that could be conceivably found by Council.

Details of how the RTA funds are currently alocated and how we expect the funds to be dlocated in
the event that up to 40Km of road are rehabilitated will be presented to the next "Fix the Roads'
Working Party Meeting. This shows that the proposa, as suggested, can be part funded by the
RTA Block Grant. The only question is how much can be funded by the RTA and how much will be
left for Coundil to find?

RTA Congruction Funding:

The RTA makes an annua adlocation towards congtruction funding on Regiona Roads. Councils
compete for this on a'needs bass. Clearly we would not receive money on a 'needs bass if we
funded the work oursdves. | have liaised with RTA Staff about this proposd and they have
indicated they would be prepared to discuss a process by which Lismore City Council would not be
treated unfairly if it were decided to proceed aong these lines.

Suggested Action:

1. Council congder the options of loan funding for the Regionad Roads System on the bass that a
substantia component of the repayments can be found from the Regional Road Block Grant.

2. Loan funding would only be consdered on the clear understanding that it does not jeopardise
the rehabilitation funding that may be received from the RTA.

3. Dealils of this proposa be submitted to the "Fix the Roads' Working Party and ultimatdly again
to Council once the details have been worked out.

4. Any loan raising would be used exclusvely for recongtruction/rehabilitation and would be for a
loan term of not more than 10 years.

STAFF COMMENT BY: GROUP MANAGER-CORPORATE & COMMUNITY SERVICES:

The following comments were included in a Notice of Motion to Council on 23/11/99 and remain relevant
to the loan funding proposal for Regional Roads as detailed above.

Staff Comment By Manager-Finance & Administration

There is no doubt that our roads system requires a substantial ongoing amount of funding to improve the
gsandard. One of the options to fund this shortfall is from loans. However, this option is fraught with danger.

It has been at least ten years since we borrowed to fund road reconstruction. The result of a policy of
borrowing for such projects which have no capacity to generate income to meet repayments spiraled this
Council into unredligtic debt levels in the late 1980 and early 1990's, and has the potentid to do so again.
We have barely cleared the burden of these decisions and the road system 4till requires significant funding.

While this option is NOT preferred primarily because of the interest costs and the detrimental cash flow
impact on future budgets, if it can be proved that there,

a)  isa‘'net economic benefit’, and
b) it doesnot place Council a any financid risk,

then, the proposal to assess the feasibility is supported.

The preferred funding option would be to reduce or eiminate other works and services currently
undertaken.

Reason: To examine the impact of becoming an operationad area under the Children

(Protection and Parental Responsibility) Act 1997 in a Goonellabah precinct and
to consider the establishment of an acohol free zone in Goondllabah.

Objective: To determine whether Council wishes to apply for operational status under the
above Act.
Management Plan Activity: Community Services

Background:

Under NSW Legidation caled The Children (Protection and Parental Responsibility) Act 1997 (referred
to throughout this report as the Act), councils can apply to the NSW Attorney Generd to declare a Locdl
Government Area (LGA) or pat of an LGA be an operational area under Part 3 of the Act. This
declaration provides for the removd of young people from public places by police. Details of police
powers under Part 3 of the Act can be found at Attachment A of this report.

It is important to note that police aready have the powers under the Children (Care and Protection) Act
1987 to remove children who are deemed ‘at risk’ from the dreets and to dert the Department of
Community Services (DOCS) who would assess the Stuation and arrange emergency foster care if

appropriate.

Lismore City Council received a comprehensive report into this issue at the meeting of September 16,
1997. This report can be found at Attachment B and is essentid reading for the contemporary discussion.
Obvioudy these changes to the Act are some two years older now and there has been further monitoring of
the effects of itsimplementation. This report will bring Councillors up to date in this regard.

Reviews and recommendations
An evduation in 1996 by an inter-departmental committee was established to evduate trias of the Act
in Gosford and Orange. The evauation report was critica of the legidation and recommended that the
Act be repeded, citing motivation by racia tensgons and the desire to remove Aborigina young people
from the Streets, rather than addressing the causa issues. This evauation report further recommends
that retorative justice conferencing mechanisms be pursued.

In December 1998 the NSW Aborigind Justice Advisory Council (AJAC) identified a need to review
the impact of operationd areas under the Act in Moree and Bdlina. The full report can be found on
the Internet a www.lawlink.nsw.gov.au under AJAC.  The report acknowledges the difference
between the two communities and accordingly finds differentid impacts. In Bdlina, comments from the
following key agencies were recorded: Balina Youth Service, Police and DOCS. It is clear that the
“Street Beat” (youth workers on the street offering transport and follow-up support to young people
and their families) is at the heart of any successful impact the operationd areain the Ballina CBD has.

The report for AJAC makes 9 recommendations, the firss of which is to reped the Act.
Recommendation number 6 dates that Balina should not be used as the mode for implementing the
Act in other rurd aress (as the Street Beet program is the most significant project that makes the Act
succeed and that each regiona area has different issues and demographic detalls to address). Other
recommendations focus on shared funding for crime prevention initiatives and that funds be put directly
into the families who would most benefit from assstance.

Current Statistics
Currently only 4 Councils, namely Orange, Coonamble, Moree and Balina have become operationa
areas under the Act. This represents a smal percentage, only 2.25%, of the tota number of Councilsin
NSW (177). One must ask why 97.75% of Councils in NSW have chosen not to embrace the
legidation.
Demographic information as well as recorded crime getigtics for the Lismore LGA can be found in the
Crime Profile Report that was endorsed by Council on May 18" 1999.

Role of the Crime Prevention Development Officer

Council is currently usng Part 4 of the Act for the NSW Attorney Generds Department to fund the
position of Crime Prevention Development Officer. This officer has produced a Crime Prevention Plan that
has been compiled under the proviso not to pursue the gpplication of an operationd area under the Act.
The Crime Prevention Plan has focused on both immediate solutions and the root cause of socid
dysfunction within the community.

The Plan has been afull 12 months in the making and the position is funded for a further 12 months for the
implementation phase. Change of direction now will interrupt the progress of this work and will
leave the budget for implementation in question.

The NSW Attorney Generd’s Department has indicated that the Crime Prevention Development Officer
position is not funded to undertake the necessary work in gpplying for operationd areas. This work will
impact on the CPDO but will fal to other Council staff to undertake. As the current pogtion is a contract
position that receives 100% funding from the NSW Attorney Generd’s Department, a change of direction
may, in fact, jeopardise the continued funding of this position.

Community Consultation:

Under the legidation, wide community support, evidenced by consultation results, are required before
applyl ng for the operationd area. To this end some preliminary contacts have been made.
The Community Safety Committee was approached and asked to lend comment to thisissue. The
committee decided that they needed more time to fully address the issue and requested that discusson
on the issue be postponed until February 2000. Interim suggestions were: to endorse the recent safety
audit results for the Rous Road Shopping Complex which includes suggestions that the owners of the
complex increase security and beautify the public areas. The committee dso decided to broaden their
terms of reference (which currently focuses only on the Lismore CBD) to include Goonellabah and to
cal for expressons of interest to widen the representation.
Community and Cor porate Services staff have agreed to call 2 focus groups for shopkeepers and
residents in the Goonellabah area

The Lismore Neighbourhood Centre Inc. in 1997 hosted a public forum attracting over 100 people
from a cross-section of the community. The Neighbourhood Centre is again willing to undertake
community consultation in partnership with Community Services section of Council.

Ngulingah Land Council has dso indicated their willingness to host community consultation with the
locd Aborigind communities.

Lismore Multicultural Youth Council has undertaken to comment on the legidation and to be
involved in consultations with young people.

NSW Palice Service, the Department of Community Services and the Department of Juvenile
Justice will be required to comment on their ability to commit to an enhanced response in
Goonellabah. Adequate time is required to dlow these departments to examine the resourcing
implications should Council decide to proceed with the gpplication for operational status under the Act.

Resourcing Implications for Council:
In order to comply with the legidative requirements in gpplying for an area to be declared operationa under
the Act, Council will need to undertake the following:
Hold extensve conaultations with the community which inform interest groups about becoming an
operationa area under the Act and the powers of Police.
Provide, or influence other local agencies to provide, both recreationd and support systems thet are
culturally appropriate and ble to the operationd area (Goonellabah).
Provide, or influence other loca agenciesto provide, culturaly appropriate housing where children and
young people can be safely relocated by Police when the Act is used.
Alteration to the proposed Crime Prevention Plan and its medium and longer-term direction in relation
to community development for the area.

Whilgt it isdifficult to put a precise dollar vaue on the cost of the above paints, the following isarough
esimate of some possible costsinvolved.

If infrastructure costs of $4m are deducted from this equation as money Council has aready planned to
gpend, the total cost of daff time is $63,500. Monitoring and reporting on the effectiveness of the
operationa areawill incur further subgtantia costs.

The NSW Attorney Generd’s Department may fund the Street Beat component of a revised crime
prevention budget. At present Ballina Council receives around $150,000 per annum for its Street Best for
aperiod of three years. Loca areas are expected to meet the ongoing costs of this program at the end of
the three-year funding period.

Codts are estimated at $63,500 for the first year, ongoing costs will become gpparent in the second and
third years and an additiond $150,000 per annum from the fourth year onwards.

Comparison Between Ballina and Goonellabah

Comparisons with Balina, where the CBD has been declared an operationd area under the Act, are
inevitable. It isimportant to note that there are significant differences between the two aress. Infrastructure
for young people in the immediate vicinity of the operationd areain Bdlinais comprehensve. The Balina
Youth and Children's Service offers a range of recreationd and support services that are Smply not
available to the young people of Goonedlabah. In Bdlina the service offers an Aborigind youth worker,
Bdlina Activities Centre, Accommodation Support, Street Beat, Community Development, Children’s
Sarvice, Bdlina Access to Information Technology and After School Care and Vacation Care. This
combined with the differing demographic make-up of the area means that a direct comparison between the
two isinappropriate.

L aw Enforcement and therole of Local Gover nment

As previoudy stated, Council has increasingly taken on a much grester role with law enforcement. Council
currently employs three Law Enforcement Officers and contributes substantid sums towards CBD security
patrols and security cameras. To embrace the legidation will undoubtedly have an ongoing resource
implication for Council and any decision to proceed must be balanced againgt the competing priorities for
scant Council resources.

Establishment of an Alcohol - Free Zone by W MacDonald
The second aspect of Council resolution (373/99) was that Council implement an dcohol free zone within
the Goonellabah precinct with staff to report on appropriate boundaries for the zone.

Under the guiddines for the establishment of Alcohol Free Zones, such zones*may only be established to
include a public road or a public place that is a carpark (ie, carparks on public land or Crown
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land). Private carparks (being on private land and not under the control of the Council) may not be
included” . Reasons for supporting alcohol free zones mugt reflect the fact that irresponsible behaviour
arisng from the consumption of acohal is occurring on those roads and footpaths and in those carparks
included in the proposa.

Initia discussons with Acting Sgt. Wayne Carrall of Lismore Police have reveded that dcohol related
dreet offences in any part of Goonellabah are rare and as a result generdly Police do not consider
Goondllabah to be an area of greet concern.

The guiddines clearly state that it is ingppropriate to establish an entire council areg, or a substantid part of
that area as an dcohal free zone. Smilarly, it would usualy be ingppropriate to zone the greater part of a
town, suburb or urban area as acohol free.

Before any new Zone is established Council must consult with other interested parties. However, time
restrictions have prevented this from occurring to date.

Manager - Finance and Administration Comments:

From a financia perspective, it is uncertain as to the exact extent of Council’s contribution towards the
introduction of a Goonellabah Precinct.

It has been estimated that costs of around $63,500 would be required to implement the Acts requirements
and that further contributions towards ongoing programs, both capita and operationa, would be required
beyond that.

The mgority of the cogsinvolved in implementation relate to exigting saff. This assumes that existing roles
and responghilities could be amended significantly to achieve this outcome. Some doubt is expressed over
whether thisis possible without other services suffering. This means that we would need to employ staff to
undertake the implementation.

A commitment to this program will incur an ongoing cost for Council, regardiess of the success of the
program. At this stage, the preferred option would be to review dl other available opportunities before
proceeding.

Conclusion:

On baance, resource implications to apply for the operationa area under the Act offer consderable ligbility
for Council. Long-term sustainability will include the additional expense of funding the Street Beet program
indefinitely from 2002 onwards.

The NSW Attorney Generd will not gpprove the application for an area to become operationd under the
Act if theloca community is opposed to it. Based on the 1997 experience and current feedback from the
community sector, opposition will be fervent. Council could wel damage rdationships with parts of the
community by ingsting upon the consultation process when alikely negative outcome can be predicted.
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Further, the current postion of the Act and evaduation asto its effectiveness in reducing juvenile crime is a
best questionable. Council risks community outcry (as evidenced in 1997) and may be publicly challenged
on racid vilification grounds.
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In redlity, Council could more effectively spend a smdler amount of money towards directly servicing the
community of Goonellabah. Anecdotd evidence reveds that a smdl number of people, some of whom are
adults, are responsible for much of the anti-sociad behaviour and minor offences that are at the heart of the
issue in Goonellabah.

Cog effective answvers, like hosting meetings of rdevant sakeholders and identifying their needs and
solutions, will improve rdaions within the community. Council is dreedy alead agency in the establishment
of the Street Beat program. A 20-week trid was conducted between June and October of this year and
evauated successfully. Partnership funding for the trid was provided by Council, Dept Juvenile Justice and
the Lismore Youth Services. The program currently operates through partnership funding provided by the
Catholic Church, Lismore Unlimited and again LCC. No less than five submissons for ongoing funds are
currently awaiting outcomes.  As the infrastructure is aready in place, Street Beet could be extended to
Goonellabah for a very modest outlay, using the partnership-funding modd. Thus, it is possible to provide
an immediate response to the problems in Goondlabah. In contrast, a decison by the Attorney Generd in
regards to adecison by Council to implement the Act is unlikely to occur within Sx months.

With regard to the provison of an acohal free zone, Council may wish to reconsder this matter in the light
of comments from Lismore Police and the fact that the dcohal free zones only gpply to public roads and
carparks.

Recommendations:

Thet -

1 Council not proceed with an gpplication to make an operationd area under the Children (Protection
and Parentd Responsbility) Act 1997 in a Goonellabah precinct.

2 Council continues with its drategic planning course as outlined in the documents Socid and
Community Plan, Crime Profile Report and Crime Prevention Plan.

3 Council commit funds to expand the current Street Beat program to include Goondlabah and seek
partnerships within the Goonellabah community to contribute to the program.

4 Council not establish an acohol free zone in Goonellabah for reasons set out in the report.

Objective: To significantly increase community access to the Wilsons River in the city

environs together with provison of beautification, incressed commercid
opportunities and grester awareness of the indigenous culture and European
historica stes within the Project’s boundaries.

Management Plan Activity: Economic Development

Background:

The project commenced in November, 1998 with the Economic Development Unit preparing a submission
to obtain Centenary of Federation Funds to develop a Magter Plan and Design for the Riverbank which
would create greater public access, promote greater use and generally beautify a part of the City which had
deteriorated visudly.

The Lismore Economic Development Advisory Board incorporated the project into its Strategic Plan for
1998/99 and this was endorsed by Council on 15 December, 1998.

Work on public consultation and community involvement commenced in March 1999 with the first round of
public consultation occurring on March 15, 1999 with a Workshop held at the Lismore Workers Club.
This was attended by gpproximately 80 local resdents and business people and was facilitated by the
Southern Cross Univeraty’s Professor Allan Davies.

The March workshop congtructively identified various interest groups for the project namely:

Environmentd
Indigenous/Culturd

Sport & Recresation
Panning & Deveopment
Commercid Opportunities
Historical
Touris/Hospitdity

The workshop dso identified a high level of community interest and support for the project.

The next round of activities culminated in August, 1999 with detalled ingpections of the various aress of the
river which were consdered cagpable of redevelopment. Representatives from al of the above interest
groups paticipated in a river cruise and workshop/s. These lad the foundation for gpecific
redevel opments/enhancements and identified more precisaly the community aspirations for the overal type
of riverbank redevel opment.
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Lismore Wilsons River Project - Reflections of a City

Soon after these second round inspections/workshops, the Economic Development Unit received
confirmation of the success of the submisson to obtain Centenary of Federation funding in the sum of
$22,500. In addition, a separate grant gpplication for $2,500 from the NSW Heritage Office for the
identification of stes of historicd relevance within the project’ s area was aso successful.

Under the overdl supervison of LEDAB, a Lismore Wilsons River Project Steering Committee was
formed. The Steering Committee conssts of:

Over the past twelve weeks this group has, with considerable pro bono professona assstance from it's
Chair, Mr Lindsay Wadker, integrated dl of the community and interest group feedback into the attached
draft Strategic Plan for redevelopment of theriver.

The Plan has been documented with Perspective and Concept Drawings for the specific dtes within the
project area and has received strong endorsement from a combined meeting of the community and the
interest groups held on 25 October, 1999.

In summary, the mgjor project stes of the Plan are;

A combined cycleway/wakway that will extend from the Bdlina Street bridge to the double
bridges off Woodlark Street on both sides of the river plus extensions to associated festures to
the north and south of these boundaries.

A mgor enhancement of the carpark and open space adjacent to the Laurie Allan Centre (old
Kirkands dte) which will provide for timber decking, covered kiosks and observation points,
walkways and outdoor dining aress.

Significant landscaping of the point (known as The Stops) connecting the two bridges a the
confluence of Leycester and Wilsons Creeks, together with the replacement of the exigting
RTA compound with a carpark to facilitate public access to this aea as wdl as the
cycleway/walkway and Pritchard Perk.

Enhancement of Pritchard Park with wakways, interpretive Sgning and additiond plantings to
develop arainforest environment.

A subgtantid Bush Tucker Orchard on the western bank of the river in front of the rallway
dtation and associated commercia opportunities.

A degree of recongtruction of the historic railway wharf between Hurford's and Norco (subject
to funding) together with lower level access able to support modern boating requirements.
Widening of the exigting boat ramp on the southern sde of the Bdlina Street bridge and the
provison of ajetty/pontoon to facilitate passenger loading/unloading into boats.

A subgtantid leveling/reshgping of the riverbank on the eastern sde just north of the Balina
Street bridge to provide easy access for familiesto the river and also including a natura banked
amphithegtre for outdoor performances
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The civil works associated with this leveling have been mentioned in the Centenary of
Federation funding grant and are linked with the provision of fill for the proposed levee.

The funding for each of these developments will need to be sourced from awide variety of agencies. These
will indude:

State Rail Authority

NSW Waterways

Heritage Funding

Work for the Dole

Community Development Employment Programs
Indigenous Small Business Support Fund
Lismore City Council

Lismore businesses

Community Service organisations

Any other state or federd grant opportunities

At this stage podgitive Sgns in reaion to funding have been obtained from the State Rail Authority and
NSW Waterways. Further extensive work will have to be undertaken by the EDU in obtaining other grants
to alow the implementation of the Strategic Plan now before Council for adoption.

Council itsdf will dso have to determine its financid participation in each of the projects but thisis not seen
as crucid to the consderation of the Strategic Plan.

Manager - Finance & Administration Comments
The purpose of thisreport isfor Council to adopt the “ Strategic Plan” for this project. As such, it is agreed
that specific financid comment isnot critica a this Sage.

Whilethisisthe case, | beieve that it isimportant to highlight that even though subgtantid grants may be
reglised for the development of these opportunities, it islikely that Council will need to find the balance of
the development funds and the ongoing cost of maintenance.

Conseguently, when projects identified in the Plan are considered for implementation, Council will need to
be mindful of the overal financid impact of these decisions on exigting works and services.

Group Manager - City Works Comments
| have been to a number of the workshops and have viewed the drawings, plus | have inspected the Site of
the proposed works on a number of occasions.

The overal concept of improving the riverbank and surrounds is very worthwhile and would prove a great
improvement on what currently exists. The concept is compatible with the proposed Levee Scheme and
idedlly should complement each other. The objective would be to co-ordinate both works together.

Extreme care will be needed to ensure the proposed works are designed to minimise maintenance. Asthe
project develops there will be a need to increase Council's funding towards maintenance in line with the
increased area of public recreation.
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Conclusion

The Strategic Plan has been compiled with extensve generd community involvement and support together
with the strong support of al the specific interest groups previousy mentioned.

Based on this strong foundation, the Plan provides Council with a clear direction for future redevel opment
of the riverbank which will sgnificantly enhance the attractiveness of Lismore as aregiond city and help to
rebuild the higtorica links which theriver has played in the city’ s development.

The Plan will aso provide the bads for commercid activities and employment especidly in rdaion to the
indigenous community.

Finaly, because of the exisence of rdevant grant funds from state and federal agencies Council will be able
to achieve the implementation of the Plan a a sgnificantly lower cost than would otherwise be the case.

Management Plan Activity: Property Services, Art Galery, Library

Background:

Commencing January 1, 1992 Council entered a5 x 5 x 5 year kease with the Department of Educeation
and Traning over Lot11 DP 859167, which is the Harold Fredericks Carpark.  The carpark
improvements were developed at Council’s expense. On January 1, 1997 Council exercised itsfirst option
period of the contract.

On February 16, 1998 Council became aware that the Department of Education and Training had
indructed consultants to prepare a rezoning application for the whole of the former high school ste. On
May 5, 1998 Council also became aware that the Department of Education and Training had appointed a
local red estate agent as salling agents for the whole site.

On August 19, 1998 Council received a market vauation report from the State Vauation Office for the
Harold Fredericks Carpark. The vaues defined in this report were a range of $425,000 to $475,000
under the current zone 5 (Special Uses). The State Vauation Office dso identified a higher vaue if the
alotment was rezoned to business use. On September 21, 1998 Council staff wrote to the Department of
Education and Training requesting that Lot 11 be withdrawn from the tender process.

On December 15, 1998 the Department wrote back to Council agreeing to commence direct negotiations
over Lot 11 and raising the possibility that Council take arole in retaining and developing the remainder of
the gte for community usage. Also in that month, Council conducted a visoning workshop with
representatives from the arts and cultural bodies within Lismore and a number of Councillors and Council
gaff. On January 4, 1999 Council requested access to the buildings on the ste for the purposes of
conducting a building ingpection. Only limited access was obtained.
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Report - Former Lismore High School Site

On January 25, 1999 Council conducted a specid meeting to condder this matter. The proposed
submission to the Premier of New South Waes and a priminary ingpection report were received by the
meeting. Council resolved the following:

That the report be received and the mayoral minute be received and this Council support the
submission to the Premier for the former Lismore High School site and it requested the
Premier to consider the following options:

1. Thesaleof the existing Harold Fredericks Carpark (Lot 11 DP 859167) to Council at a
price which reflects the improvements made by Council and that it be recognised as a
designated floodway.

2. (&) The provision of an outright gift of the remainder of the site to Lismore City
Council for the use and benefit of the community, or:

(b) The remainder of the site be declared a crown reserve and Lismore City Council
be given responsibility for its development and strategic management, or

(c) Provision be made for Council to lease the remaining area on a 99-year lease at a
peppercorn rental, providing that the wording of the expression of interest does
not commit Council to any particular course of action.

3. If the Premier presents a formal offer to Council in accordance with Council’s
resolution, no particular course of action be undertaken by Council to accept any
offer prior to the matter being fully investigated, Councillors questions being
answered, Councillors concerns regarding the site being addressed and a draft
management plan, including a full financial analysis, be prepared.

On October 1, 1999 the Department of Education and Training wrote to Council with the following offer:
“l am pleased to advise that the Minister has approved the sale to Council of the
Harold Fredericks Carpark (Lot 11 DP 859167) on a market value basis, with the transfer of
the remainder of the site to Council for nominal consideration subject to existing occupations
and with conditions attached, to ensure its continued use for arts and cultural activities” .

On October 8, 1999 the Generd Manager appointed the project team to develop a report to Council

outlining al of the necessary information for Council to make an informed decison.

TheHarold Fredericks Carpark:

The Harold Fredericks Carpark comprises Lot 11 of DP 859167. It is bounded by Magellan Street on
the Southern side, Dawson Street to the East, Rurd Street to the North and Lot 14 of DP 859167 to the
West. Its area is 9512n7 and it is made up of 310 carparks. We are advised by the Department of
Education thet it is freehold land held in the name of the NSW Minigter for Education and Training.
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Council’s annua rental payment for the site is currently $16,850.00 and is CPl adjusted. As previoudy
mentioned, Council has entered the first option period of the 5 x 5 x 5 year lease over the carpark. The
most notable feature of the lease indrument is that it dlows a sgnificant opt out clause, should the
Department require the land. (Reference Clause 4)

We have recelved extracts from a vaduation provided by the State Vduation Office (SVO) to the
Department of Eduction and Training dated February 3, 1998. At that time, the SVO vaued Lot 11 under
its present zoning at $525,000 to $600,000. This valuation was amended on August 19, 1998 to the range
of $425,000 to $475,000, which takes account of Council’s lease conditions including the tenure of the
lease and the lessor purchase of Council improvements on termination of the lease. The improvements
were valued at an amount of $190,000.

We have confirmed with the SVO that the pricing range of $425,000 to $475,000 remains vaid and forms
their current vauation of the property. It should be noted that the carpark is located in a very strategic
location adjacent to both Oakes Oval and Crozier Ova and in dlose vicinity to the CBD. It is used for
dl-day carparking. Officers of the Department of Education have indicated that there would be acceptance
of an offer from Council to purchase the carpark as operationa land for the amount of $425,000.

The proposed funding for the project arises from two reserve funds. There is an amount of $16,500
avalable in the carparking (kerbside dining) reserve and for the baance of the funds it is proposed to
withdraw them from property reserves.

Council should dso be aware that there is an amount of $159,600 available in Section 94 carparking funds.
However, it is recommended that property reserves be utilised for this purchase as the dternative, using the
Section 94 funds, would require that the land be classified as community land. To require that the land be
classfied as community land would congtrain the potentia development of the Ste.

Development of an Arts and Cultural Precinct - The Opportunity:

If Council were to take up the Minigter’s offer for the transfer of the remainder of the former Lismore High
School gte to Council for a nomina vaue, it would be presented with a significant opportunity for the
development of an arts and cultura precinct on the dte.  Outlined below are the dements of this
opportunity for Council’ s consderation.

Relocation and Expansion of the Lismore Central Library:

It would be possible to relocate the Lismore Central Library to B Block located on Lot 14 at the
dte.

B Block has a net letable area of 1800 square metres and is comprised of three floors. The current
library facility has an area of 550 square metres, part of which is flood-prone and it is sgnificantly
less than the standard of 1,500 square metres established by the State Library of NSW. By
relocating to a Sgnificant portion of the top two floors of B Block, the library would be essentidly
flood-free (the firg floor of this block is above the one-in-100 year flood height) and be presented
with a ggnificant increase in the space avallable. The Ste is located closer to the CBD, which may
improve the usage of the library facility.
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Relocation and Expansion of the Regional Art Gallery:

It may be possible by negotiation with the Conservatorium of Music or through the construction of a
purpose-built Art Gdlery building to reocate the Regiond Art Gdlery to the sSte. This would
overcome some of the drawbacks of the current ste and provide increased room for the
development of the art gdlery.

In terms of the development of an arts and culturd precinct, it would be absolutely necessary to
relocate both the library and the art gdlery to the site. However, the Art Gdlery Director has a
preference for acompletely flood-free site.

Transformation of the Historical Society into a Regional Museum:

If it were agreegble to the Historical Society to relocate to the old Lismore High School dte, it would
provide room for the Historica Society to develop and, perhaps, with additional resources, to
transform the exigting facility into aregiond museum for the Northern Rivers area.

Relocation of the Neighbourhood Centre:

The Neighbourhood Centre's current location in McKenzie Street is a problem that Council has
been grappling with. Relocation to C Block of the former Lismore High School site would provide
the Neighbourhood Centre with an improved facility, greater floor area and a better location in close
proximity to transport. This would enable the current Neighbourhood Centre property to be
transferred to McConaghy Holdings for the expanson of Lismore Square and provide a superior
building and location.

Support for Existing Arts Bodies:

If Council were to take over the ste, it would provide an opportunity to support localy based
regiona arts organisations such as the Conservatorium of Music and NORPA. There are some
18 organisations which have expressed interest in the Site,

Sympathetic Commer cial Development:

Within the proposed terms of the trangfer, it would be possible to develop some commercid usage
of the gte. This would have to be on the bags of the dte retaining its overdl community arts and
cultura presence. Some of the potentials would be in the terms of cafe usage and, perhaps, an
internet presence in terms of a centre of excellence for the internet for thisregion.

Site Rental Revenues:

It has been estimated that there would be between $65,000 and $150,000 in potential revenues to
be earned from the site from tenant rentals. These estimates take account of the current over-supply
of office space within Lismore and dso the lower rentds that would be achievable from older style
buildings and the tenants that may be attracted to the site. As a benchmark, Council rental revenues
from Molesworth House are $65,000 per annum.
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Potential to Realise Funds from the Sale of Existing Council Facilities:

It has been estimated by Council’ s vauers that there may be a potentid to redise some $1.2m from
the sdle of exising Council facilities These would include the Regiond Art Gdlery, the Lismore
Library and the Neighbourhood Centre.

To summarise, it may be possible to create a unique Arts Precinct that will be of regiond importance. The
precinct would have the potentia to draw from 300,000 to 500,000 visitations per annum. The library, in
its current location draws some 170,000 vidtations. This would provide an extraordinary Stuation for a
regiona city of Lismore's size. It would provide open space adjacent to the CBD - an area for people to
meet and gather. There would be sgnificant economic benefits to the CBD. Lismore would have aregiond
artsfacility located immediately adjacent to aregiona shopping area.

The Obstacles:

Together with the opportunities outlined in the section above, there are a number of obstacles which are
presented by the Site. These obstacles are outlined below.

Capital Funding Requirement:

It has been estimated that there is a $3.7m capital funding requirement for the renovation of the site.
This requirement is detailed below:

It was noted above that there are potentia asset sdes of the Art Gdlery, Libray and
Neighbourhood Centre which may raise proceeds of $1.2m. This leaves a capita-funding gap of
approximately $2.5m.

Annual Operational Expenses:
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A projection of the ongoing annua expenses for the Ste has been developed. The benchmark used
for this process was the current Adminigtrative Building located & Goonellabah.
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This dteis of acomparable scae, however the Goondlabah building is obvioudy much newer and it
Is a sngle building, as opposed to a cluster. Appropriate adjustments have been made to the
relevant expenses to take account of the differences between the two Sites.

The estimates for these operationa expenses are outlined below.

It is estimated that these expenses would grow to an amount of $304,000 over afive-year period.
Conservatorium Lease (Lot 15):

On July 1, 1996 the Minigter for Education and Training entered into a 25-year lease with the
Northern Rivers Conservatorium of Arts Centre Incorporated. There is provison for an option to
renew for aperiod of ten years, taking the full term of the lease through to the Year 2031. The lease
covers Lot 15 of DP 867281 and is a formal, written and exclusive lease over the entire dlotment.
The yearly renta is on a peppercorn basis.

As outlined in the Department of Education and Training's offer to Council, the transfer would be on
the bads of exigting occupancies. That is, the Department of Education and Training would Smply
assign their respongbilities as Lessor to Council.

Block A - Fire Risk:

In the process of the project team carrying out its due diligence, it was identified that Block A

represents a substantid firerisk. 1f Council were to acquire the Ste, it would need to take immediate
action to rectify these concerns. Due to the nature of the usage of the building, it would have a
heightened leve of requirements as defined by the Building Code of Audrdia.
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The building is deficient in a number of ways, due in part to its age, its former use and a generd lack
of maintenance in recent years. The building has received no upgrading to keep in step with the fire
safety provisons as they have advanced over the years.
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In a building of this Sze and use, it would be expected that exit Sgns, emergency lights, fire hose
reds, internd fire hydrants and a fire darm warning system would be provided. None of these items
exig and the only concesson to fire safety is the provison of fire extinguishers, which are not
provided in the correct locations.

Smilarly, the building has no provison for access for the disabled. The building’s congtruction has
intrafloor levels, so the provison of alift would not service al aress of the building.

It is estimated that the necessary fire safety upgrading would cost $180,000 and there would need to
be provison for $160,000 for alift and $20,000 for dissbled ramps internaly.

Block A - Foundation:

On Friday, November 26, 1999 the project team was able to obtain consultants reports into the
date of the foundation of A Block.

Work has been commissioned by the Department of Eduction and Training and carried out by
McWilliam Consulting Engineers, the Department of Public Works and Services and other parties,
investigating perceived issues with the foundation of the building. There are a series of cracks
throughout the building which have been there for sometime.

The problems arise because of the clay soil under the foundation to the building. When clay contains
moisture, it is more expandve than when the moisiure is taken out of the soil. On the northern end of
the dte there are a number of heritage-listed very large and mature camphor laurd trees. They
gppear to have removed the moisture from the soil at that end of the building, leading to a Situation
where the northern end of the building has actudly sunk ten inches lower than the southern end of the
building. There have been a series of tdltaes in the form of concrete nails indaled adjacent to a
number of the cracks and these are being monitored on an ongoing basis.

A summary of the findings of the various consultants reportsis thet the building is:
1.  Safe”for now”;

2. The conaultants date that they bdieve it is unlikey that further ingtability, crack and danger
points will develop. The consultants would not provide a specific life span for the building,
dating that “expandve clays can sometimes behave erraticaly”.

3. In 1987 the consultants suggested the dlocation of $3,000 per annum to be put aside for a
gructural maintenance fund, to cover the future costs of such repair.

4. The totd estimated costs for the correction of the foundation in the 1902 section of the
building is $310,000 and for the whole of A Block about four times this figure i.e
$1,240,000. Note that these are 1987 figures.

Note: No alowance has been made in the Capital Funding Requirement above, for this rectification
work to the foundations of A Block.
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Heritage Listing:

The entire dte is heritage liged under the Lismore LEP. Specificdly, Block A has a higher
ggnificance listing and is congdered of high locd sgnificance. This building is noted on the register
of the Nationa Trust (NSW).

Reocation of Young and Powerful School:

This school occupies the sSte on a month by month bass under a license agreement with the
Department of Education. For the development of the arts and cultura precinct to proceed, it
would be necessary to relocate the school which would entail determining a new dte, relocation or
congruction of buildings and relocation of al functions of the schoal.

Financial Capacity of Artg/Cultural/Community Groups.

Artg/Culturad/Community Groups cannot afford commercia rents. Council’s vauer has identified
an appropriate commercid rent for the Site at $100 per square metre.  This takes account of the
level of restoration and refit, as defined in the Capita Funding requirement.

Itis however, very unlikely that arts, cultural and community bodies will be able to afford this level
of commercid rent. This places in jeopardy the possible Ste revenues required to make up the
annual operational expenses.

Manager - Finance & Administration Comments

These comments are incorporated into the report.

Public Consultations

There have been two meetings caled by members of the Community since the offer from the Department
of Education and Training to transfer the Ste. Both meetings have been attended by Councillors and staff
from the project team. A Memorandum of Understanding has been signed by community groups attending
the meetings.

Other Group Comments

Group Manager Planning and Development:

The purchase of the Harold Fredericks Car Park is essentid to maintain an al day public car parking
facility within good proximity to the CBD and mgor sports fecilities. It is dso consstent with the Council’s
car parking strategy for the CBD and Contributions Plan.

The opportunity to creste a mgor culturd precinct within the heart of Lismore as pat of a long-term
redevelopment strategy has considerable merit and apped. |If accepted by the Council, it should be as a
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minimum, subject to the State Government agreeing to upgrade the buildings and structures currently in use
to areasonable standard, particularly in regard to fire safety and access requirements.
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Conclusion

The staff project team has carried out a detailed analyss of the Ste over ardatively short period of time.
The purchase of the Harold Fredericks Carpark by Council at a commercid rate is in the clear interests of
Council and will secure the highly drategic carparking location reedily adjacent to Oakes Ovd,
Crozier Ova and the CBD.

The creation of an arts and cultura precinct on the baance of the former Lismore High School ste

represents a tremendous opportunity for the Lismore community. However, the financid condraints of the
site places this project outsde the available resources of Council.

Recommendations (ENT24)

That:

1. Council proceed to purchase Lot 11 of DP 859167 (Harold Fredericks Carpark) for the amount of
$425,000 from the Minigter for Education and Training.

2. Council give public notice thet it intends to acquire Lot 11 of DP 859167 as operational land.

3. The Generd Manager write to the Miniser for Education and Training informing him of Council’s
concerns over the fire safety Stuation of Block A on Lot 15 of DP 867281 and, to avoid a Situation of
conflict of interest, the Manager - Building Services refer the matter to the NSW Fire Brigades for
action.

centre. There are anumber of issues requiring a Council decision.

Objective: Council to determine the scope and level of finish to be incorporated in the new
svimming centre.
Management Plan Activity: Swimming Pools Strategic Plan Link 5.1

Background:

At its meeting of November 2, 1999 Council resolved to redevelop the Memoria Baths through a three
stage process. The Resolutions concerning the Memorid Baths are,

1. Subject to a suitable preiminary design/costing being approved by Council, Council proceed to
congiruct a 50m pool at the Memoria Baths Ste in three stages asfollows:
Stage 1 - Congtruct an east west 50m pool, leisure and program pool plus ancillary plant. Use
existing toddlers pool if possble. Portable spectator stands to be used and retain northern stands.
Provision to be made for future hesting.
Stage 2 - Extend pool grounds into Market Street, closing the section between Molesworth and
Victoria Streets to link with Council owned land on southern side of Market Street. Relocate access
to RSL Club by relocating Market Street on southern side of Lismore Clinic.
Stage 3 - Congtruct new change rooms, entry, office, kiosk building to adlow RSL Sub-branch to
take over exidting building.

2. Negotiations be entered into with the RSL Club to relocate Market Street and upgrade parking to
Increase capacity.

3. Council plan to have the new poal in operation by 2000/2001 by early closure of current season, if
necessary.

4.  Council defer congderation of a Goonellabah pool until after the Memoria Pool has been rebuilt.

5.  Council advise Southern Cross University it would consider a joint venture a the Memorid Baths
gte.

The purpose of thisreport isto two fold:

1. To acquaint Councillors with issues that have arisen concerning the project and have Coundll
determine a position with respect to those issues and,
2. Have Council review the scope of work for the redevel opment and agree on the project inclusions.

During discussion with the RSL Club, concerning the partid closure of Market Street, the Club’s Generd
Manager Ken Cochrane advised that the Club would consider the complete closure of Market Street as
part of a complete redevelopment of the area around the club and pool.
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Ken Cochrane suggested that a possible redevelopment could include:

1. Theclosureof al of Market Street

2. Thesdeof the existing unformed RSL Carpark in Victoria Street to Council.

3.  Theexpanson of the Memoria Baths ste across Market Street and onto part of the area currently
occupied by the RSL bowling green.

4.  Theconverson of the remaining area of the bowling green to carparking,

5. The congruction of a new access road from Molesworth Street to Victoria Street dong a route
between the Molesworth Street Clinic and Heritage Park.

6. Possble entry to the pool from an additiond entrance near the foyer of the RSL Club

This proposd has severd advantages the main ones being the provison of additiond parking for the baths
through the purchase of the current RSL Club parking in Victoria Street and sgnificant more space being
made available for the redevelopment of the Memorid Baths. The RSL Club see this proposd as away of
rejuvenating the area around the RSL Club and increasing patronage to the Club.

The disadvantages of this proposd are

1. Additiond cogt in relocating the power lines dong Market Street. At the time of writing this report
the cogt of thisis not available but Northpower are ingpecting the site and preparing the estimate.

2. Additiona cogt in relocating the Water and Telephone lines.

3. Increasein the scope of works included in the project thus increasing cost.

In addition to the above implications of such a redevelopment, the totd closure of Market Street would
require aternate access to or replacement of the informa parking area between the Lismore Bowling Club
and the riverbank. Whilst the Lismore Bowling Club patrons and other casud motorist parking there has no
legd right to park on what is actudly a section of Spinks Park, Council should decide if it wishes to
recognise such usage and provide dternate access or aternate parking. Alternate access may be provided
by motorigts traveling through the RSL Club parking area and internd roadways. Alternative parking
might be provided by utilisng parkland between the Lismore Bowling Club and the rear of the old Lismore
Council Chambersin Molesworth Street. This parkland is Crown Land with Council asthe trustee.

The extent of the work proposed above, is outside the scope of works identified in the Council resolution
of November 2, 1999. Prior to proceeding to design and costing of such a proposal, Council would need
to resolve to investigate such a proposition. Council will aso need to resolve to close al of Market Street
to dlow an gpplication for the closure to be lodged with the Department of Land and Water Conservation.
A preiminary assessment of the issues indicates that approva to close Market Street does not look too
difficult to obtain.

PROJECT INCLUSIONS

Prior to costing the proposed redevelopment of the Memoria Baths, it is necessary to have Council agree
on the scope of works to be included in the redevelopment. Research has shown that some of the most
important factors in attracting people to aguatic centres are, good design that combines passive area for
relaxation with active areas that fully occupy the young and energetic.

The cost to the community of handing over the building to the RSL Sub branch
is estimated to be in excess of $200,000, this being the cost of providing an
equivaent floor gpace in anew building.

The current trend in agquatic centres is to provide a café service with tables and
chars. To do this would require some modification to the existing kiosk and
the provison of tables and chairs in a suitable area in good proximity to the
café.

It is recommended that the existing kiosk be retaned as pat of the
redeveloped Memorid Baths and the provision of modest Café facilities be
incorporated.

GRANDSTANDS

Determine the appropriate seeting capacity and type of sructure for the
grandstand.

During the invedigation for the Joint Venture Aquatic Centre the number of
grandstand seats was proposed as 400. This figure was based on affordability
but was suggested to be insufficient in number.

Councils current resolution for the Memorid Baths requires reuse of existing
grandstands plus the use of portable slands. The two exigting stands have an
estimated capacity of 200 to 250 people and are low cost structures. One has
aroof and one does not.

A low cogt solution to grandstand requirements is to duplicate the two existing
stands giving atota grandstand capacity of 400 to 500 people. In addition, it
would be desirable to roof the unroofed existing stand and the two new
proposed stands.

Reuse two existing sands.
Duplicate existing stands.
Provide roof to al stands.

OTHER BUILDINGS

Provide sufficient buildings to meet user needs.

In addition to the kiosk the main building at the Memorid baths dso contains
the Managers office, saff room, first ad room and other various Storage

rooms. The mgority of these spaces were constructed in 1998. The firgt ad
room requires fitting out and floor coverings.
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Should Council donate the whole building to the RSL Sub branch, dl of these
spaces will require replacement in anew building. As advised above, the cost
of this replacement is in excess of $2000,000.

The storage space provided in the main building is inadequate and an estimated
additional 40 to 60 square metres is consdered appropriate. One way of
providing this storage is to “gut” the existing plant room and converting it to
sorage space and/or a svimming club room. Alternatively additiond storage
space could be incorporated in the proposed change room building. The
heritage assessment may identify the existing plant room building as worthy of
preservation. If this eventuates, the plant room can be effectively utilised ether
as storage as proposed above, or as a plant room.

i) Themain building continue to be utilised for its existing uses.

i) Additiona storage space of say 40m2 be provided by either,

Recreation Planner’s Comments

While the RSL Club’'s proposa would increase the cost and complexity of the project, it may provide an
opportunity to develop an aguatic centre of regiona vaue that can ably serve the community for many
years.

The additional space may dlow for adequate parking, complementary amenities (fitness centre), sufficient
Spectator seating and more grassed relaxation aress to be provided. These are al factors which attract
users to aguatic facilities and can enhance their viability. For this reason | agree with the recommendation
to explore this option further.

The proposed inclusions listed in the report should be viewed as minimum requirements for a new aguatic
fedlity.

In order to ensure early organisation for the May 2000 event, it is desirable that Council consder its
support, approach and/or commitment to enable negotiations between Council, the police, loca community
and the event organisers to commence as early as possible in the new year.

It is not yet known whether the event organisers will run the event, “take it to Sydney”, or perhaps hold it
a some other venue a this point in time. This report is therefore based on the assumption that it will again
be held in Nimbin, & the beginning of May.

Pease note that Council this year resolved not to close part of Sbley Street during the festiva event, and
the Police were therefore required to take this action. Council is asked to consider whether it will or will
not support the street closure for next year’s event.

It isanticipated that the involvement for Council may again include:

1.  Applicationsfor temporary camping on privately-owned lands.

2 Section 68 gpplication for temporary structures (toilets, food stalls, etc)
3.  “Clause41” applicationsfor any uses on public lands.

4.  Road closure (Sibley Strest).
5
6

Temporary signage.
Provison of waste collection skips.

As congdently stated in previous reports on this issue, it is strongly recommended that Council continue a
reasonably supportive role with the event, in asmilar manner as occurred this year.

Action is proposed early in 2000 to again co-ordinate activities and meetings between stakehol ders.

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While it is agreed that co-ordination of this event is best undertaken well in advance, the suggestion to
provide rubbish bins funded from waste reserves is ingppropriate.
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The Manager - Waste Services has advised that there will be savings in the operating costs for the Nimbin
Transfer Station. It is suggested that $2,000 from that budget be redllocated for this purpose.

It isunderstood that al other costs incurred such as temporary signage etc, which will be minimised as
much as possible, will be at the cost of the appropriate Group.

Richmond River County Council has provided this Council with a copy of the report prepared by WBM
Oceanics Audrdia which addresses the submissons lodged during the exhibition period for the
Environmental Impact Statement for the proposed Lismore Flood Levee Scheme.

Lismore City Council is one of a number of determining authorities for the Levee Scheme due to the
requirements for providing financia support.

In consderation of the submissons lodged, Richmond River County Council, &t its meeting of August 11,
1999, resolved that the Lismore Levee Scheme be congtructed but that the proposa be modified in the

following respects -

(@) Inthe preparation of the Plan of Management for Levee Overtopping asiit relates to the Gasworks
Creak area, minor loca levee works or property acquisitions be considered to ensure that the risk
of damage to structures in Molesworth Street and Hutley Place is minimised.

(b)  Work in the vicinity of the Spinks Park fig trees shall be designed and effected to minimise damage
to those trees and the advice of appropriate experts shal be taken.

() TheRSL shdl be consulted in relation to the wall near the RSL and opportunity shall be provided
for the incdluson of amemorid festurein that wall.

(d)  During congtruction specia effort shall be made to minimise impacts to the access to Mr Gallaly's
mechanical repair shop a No. 1 Junction Street.

() That issues concerning access to the Gospel Hall be appropriately addressed during the detailed
design stage to minimise levee impact.

Council will recdll that as the proponent is the NSW Department of Hedlth (a Government agency) Council
is required to refer conditions of consent for forma concurrence, prior to the issuing of a development
consent (Sec. 115I, EPA Act, 1979).

A number of the changes to the conditions refer to the deletion of the requirement of the Hedlth Department
to submit subsequent gpplications to Council for assessment and determination, that is Congtruction and
Occupation Certificates, and the gpprovad of engineering plans.

Malcolm Scott, Consultant Town Planner, was requested to investigate and prepare an amendment to the
Lismore LEP to reclassfy and rezone certain Council owned lands (described below) from community to
operational.

Action Preparation and presentation of thisreport

Leqgislative Process:

In most circumstances prior to the disposd of public lands classfied as ‘community’ under the Locd
Government Act 1993 Council must reclassfy and, where appropriate, rezone the lands to enable disposal.

The process for reclassfication is established in the Local Government Act 1993 and aso involves Council
following certain processes set out in the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, 1979.

The Director-Genera of the Department of Urban Affairs and Planning in Jan. 1997 issued “Best Practice
Guiddines for LEPs and Council Land”. The guiddines are intended to make clear Council’sinterest in the
land and the reasons why the Draft Plan is being prepared. They require that certain additiona details be
provided for the public record and information when Council wishes to use its delegated powers to prepare
and exhibit an LEP that gpplies to council land.

Status of Process:

The four properties that are the subject of this report appear to be at three different stages in the
reclassification and rezoning processes required by the two legidatures.
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Report - Disposal of Surplus Council Property

Lands: 15Westview Driveand 3 Barr Scott Drive

It would gppear Council has followed the process for reclassfication as established by the Loca
Government Act 1993 for these properties. The intention to reclassify these properties has been publicly
advertised, exhibited and a Public Hearing conducted on February 18, 1999.

The Public Hearing appears to have been conducted without a Draft LEP to reclassify community land as
operationd land being placed on public exhibition. Council has yet to resolve to prepare the amending
LEP and follow the rezoning process, i.e. consultation public exhibition, etc. A person may request another
Public Hearing through the public exhibition phase of this process.

It would appear that the opportunity has not been taken to integrate the requirements of the Loca
Government Act with the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act and smultaneoudy undertake the
reclassification and required rezoning processes.

In summary, for Council to proceed with the reclassfication, it must resolve to prepare in accordance with
the rdlevant provisons of the Environmental Planning and Assessment Act, the Draft plan to reclassfy the
lands.

An adjoining landowner has expressed interest in the purchase of the land.

Councils Public Lands Strategic Management Team (PLSMT) has considered the matter and supports the
sde of the land, subject to following procedures outlined in Council Procedures Manua No. CorS.1.27
and the Local Government Act.

The reclassfication of the land from community to operationd is required to enable the resolution of the
matter by way of either lease, sde or whatever mutudly suitable arrangements are made with the RSL Sub-
Branch.
A Community Land Assessment has been undertaken for the property.

Thelands were included in the Public Hearing of February 18, 1999.

It gppears that Council had not resolved its intention to reclassfy the land to operationd. Therefore for
Council to proceed with the reclassfication it mudt:

Resolve its intention to reclassfy the land in accordance with the relevant provisons of the Locd
Government Act, and

Resolve to prepare in accordance with the rdevant provisons of the Environmental Planning and
Assessment Act, the Draft plan to reclassify the lands.

Conclusion:

Given the dtuation described above it is preferable that Council ‘take a step back’ and co-ordinate the
actions undertaken and processes required to ensure dl legidative requirements are met. Council needs to
clearly resolve its intentions to reclassfy the lands and prepare and exhibit a Draft LEP with al gppropriate
information, to enable the reclassification and rezoning of al the properties as intended and required by the
legidation.

The following is recommended to Council in order to commence and run concurrently, where possible, the
necessary legidative processes required under the Loca Government Act 1993 and the Environmenta
Planning and Assessment Act, 1979. The process will be reported back to Council after the completion of
the Public Hearing.

Background:
The matter of Crozier Ova proceedings has a long history involving three separate appedls (1995, 1997

and 1998) to the Land and Environment Court, together with an appeal to the Supreme Court against
Justice Sheahan's decision to dismiss the1998 application. Subsequently the Supreme Court apped was
discontinued due to the falure of the Applicant, Mr Peter Bellew on behdf of FOLP to file a Notice of
Appea with Appointment within three months of filing the origind gpped.

Following advice that the gppeal had been discontinued, ingtructions were issued to our solicitors to take
action to recover costs in the 1998 Proceedings. A number of requests to Mr Bellew to pay costs totaling
$68,500 (the actud cogts were subgtantially more if gtaff time and expenses were included) were made,
and eventualy he advised tha the assets of FOLP tota $16. Council’s solicitors have advised that the
ligbilities of an incorporated association, such as FOLP, are enforceable againgt the association itself and
not the members of that association.

All costs in relation to this matter have been paid previoudy and have not been brought to account as a
debt due to Council.

Conclusion

Whilgt the judgement from the 1998 proceedings clearly endorsed the process followed by Council in the
lead up to the adoption of the Plan of Management for Lismore Park and the subsequent approvas, the
defence has been a costly exercise for members of the Lismore community. It is somewhat of a pity that
associations such as FOLP, are not held accountable for actions arising from unsustainable legd chdlenges.
Clearly Council must follow the recommendation of its solicitor in this matter.

Background:

The Public Transport Advisory Pand has become concerned that provison for public transport
infragtructure in some recent magjor developments has not been adequate, in particular provison for bus
stops, bus laybys and bus entry points.
In particular, the provision for the bus stop and taxi rank in the Lismore Square development was unsafe
for pedestrians and inefficient for the transport operators; the Caroona Retirement Village on Rous Road
has limited accessibility for buses, and provison for bicycle parking was omitted from the Goondlabah
Town Centre development until required by alast minute addition to consent conditions.
To address this Stuation the Panel has endorsed a draft policy which encourages:

Congderation of accessfor al forms of public transport early in the design of developments,

The seeking of advice from the PTAP early in the design process regarding the optimum location of
public transport infrastructure; and

The provision of transport infrastructure gppropriate to the scae of development.

Contents of Policy

The Pand wishes to emphasise that it does not want to impose additiond requirements on developers, but
rather to offer the expertise of trangport operators in providing advice and assstance. Provison of such
advice early in the design process can avoid a need for later, and costly, changes to design or for
unexpected conditions of consent.

The draft policy is in the attachments to this Business Paper. In summary, it defines *public transport’ as
including buses, taxis, community trangport, bicycles and waking, and requires provison for such in the
development of maor attractors which may generate aneed for arriva or departure by public transport. It
sates that provision for public transport should be considered and provided in accordance with the scale of
the development and needs of expected customers'employees/residents, and that development sites should
desirably be sdlected close to regular bus routes and stops to maximise access by public transport users.
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The policy advises of the meeting time and contact number for the Pand. It is envisaged that developers
could attend Pandl meetings to discuss their proposd, or provide a plan for comment.

Public Consultations

The draft Policy has been conddered by the Locd Traffic Advisory Pand, which did not require any
amendments.

If adopted, a copy of the Policy will be provided to dl subscribers to Council’s Development Manud, will
be available a the front counter for members of the public and will be made available to developers at
mesetings with Planning and Development Saff.

Other Group Comments

Community Services
Community Services is supportive of such a policy as public trangport has been identified as an issue for
every target group in the Socid Plan.

There are newly adopted Commonwedth standards that require public transport infrastructure to be
accessble for people with a disability. The Lismore Access Committee made comment on the draft
standards. Lane Cove Council Access Committee has produced a checklist on design for bus stops and a
copy has been requested as it may asss in rdation to this policy.

With regard to this draft policy encouraging the seeking of advice from the PTAP early in the design
process regarding the optimum location of public trangport infrastructure, | would aso encourage the
seeking of advice from the Access Committee as well, as was done when the Trangt Centre was being
designed. There are considerations that would need to be looked at that are often only made noticeable by
someone who has a disghility.

Conclusion

In summary, the draft policy seeks to improve the efficiency of public trangport in Lismore by utilisng the
expertise within the Public Transport Advisory Panel and the Access Committee.

Objective: To review the current Code of Conduct
Management Plan Activity: Adminigtrative Services

Introduction:

Section 440 of the Loca Government Act 1993 requires councils to adopt a Code of Conduct which sets
out the obligations on councillors, council delegates and staff of councils to act honestly and responsibly in
the performance of their duties.

Further, this section requires that Council reviews this Code within the first 12 months of its term.

Background:

In 1994, the Department of Loca Government issued a“mode” Code of Conduct. Councils throughout
NSW were given the option of adopting this Code or dternatively they could prepare their own. This
council resolved in 1994 and again in 1995 to adopt the “moded” code.

Over the subsequent years, supplementary guidelines were issued by the Department and associated
publications produced by the Office of the NSW Ombudsman and the Independent Commission Againgt
Corruption. The condderation of these documents by Council in November 1997 led to an internd
working party being formed which conssted of three councillors and the Generd Manager's nominees.
The function of the working party was to rationdise dl Council policies, codes and accords relative to
relaionships between councillors and gtaff, conflicts of interest and standards of behaviour for councillors
and staff and to consolidate these into a revised Code of Conduct. The subsequent revised Code was
adopted by Council in February of thisyear. Itislargey based on the “modd” Code of Conduct.

Other Issues

Since the adoption of the abovementioned Code of Conduct further publications and issues have arisen
which Council is encouraged to condder in conjunction with any review. These include the ICAC
publication “ Gifts, Benefits or Just Plain Bribes’, NSW Ombudsman: Protected Disclosures Guiddines and
the Child Protection Act 1998.

Options
As dated at the outset, Council must review its Code of Conduct, but how it undertakes this review is

open for it to decide. The options would appear to be:

1 Sat from scratch and develop a Code involving input from dl councillors and senior gaff. This
usudly involves afull day and an externd facilitetor.
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The benefit of such an approach is the “ownership” that such a process gives to the document and the
disadvantage is the cost both in terms of time and dollars.
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2 Review the exigting document. This process could be by way of a councillor working party or a staff
only review.
The benefit is that such a process can be quick and cheagp but the resultant document may not have a
lot of meaning to the councillors and steff it affects.

Pre-emptive Strike
In an atempt to expedite this matter and in recognition of the work done by the working party earlier this
year, staff have reviewed the Code.

The result is suggested minor additions only, and these have been highlighted in bold print within the
attached Draft Code.

Public Consultations

No direct consultation has taken place, athough the source documents from ICAC, Department of Local
Government and the NSW Ombudsman have received publicity. Council could involve the public in the
preparation of the Code or exhibit the attached document.

Objective: To update Council on the impact of the GST on operations.
Management Plan Activity: Financid Services

Background:

The A New Tax System (Goods & Services Tax) Act 1999 and the A New Tax System (Goods and
Services Tax Transition) Act 1999 received Royd Assent on July 8, 1999 with an effective date being
July 1, 2000. The GST is part of the Federd Governments taxation reform package and is intended to
replace arange of existing Federd and State taxes including :

Wholesale Sales Tax
Stamp Duties (most), and
Financid Indtitution Duty (FID) and Debits Tax (BAD)

Therate of GST is 10%.

Asthe GST will impact on al individuas and busnessesin Audrdia, there will be ramifications for Lismore
City Council.

Disclaimer:

What is provided in this report is intended to be for generd information purposes only and details the basic
concepts and applications of the GST. There are many exceptions and expanded commentary to this
information not included. Also, not al aspects of the GST have been included as they may have little or no
relevance to Councils operation.

Operation of the GST:

THE GST ISA TAX ON CONSUMERS, NOT ON BUSINESS

Business will act as both a collector and payer of GST. However, while the end consumer of goods and
services must pay the GST, the GST paid by business on inputs can be ‘offset’ againgt the GST collected.
The balancing amount between *collected GST and paid GST’ can ether be remitted to or claimed from
the government. Only registered businesses will have this ability and there are specific regidration
requirements. Lismore City Council will be a registered business so we will be able to ‘offset’ the GST
paid on inputsin mogt ingtances. Allowable claims on GST paid on inputs are caled ‘input tax credits .

It isintended that the GST be gpplicable to the supply of al goods, services, advice, and some rights and
obligations. The supply of such has to be for consderation and the consideration can dso be non cash.
There are three types of supplies :-
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1)

2)

3)

Taxable
Mogt transactions undertaken will fit into this category. This is where the GST must be added to the
normal sale price. For example,

a) At Blakebrook Quarry we charge $14.00 per tonne for 10mm aggregate, from July 1, 2000, we
must charge $15.40 per tonne for the same product being $14.,00 sale price and $1.40 GST.

The GST component must be remitted to the governmen.

b) The éectricity bill for operating Blakebrook Quarry during October 1999 was $2,810.59. All
things being equa, in October 2000 our bill would be for $3,091.65 being $2,810.59 for
electricity and $281.06 GST.

The GST component would be clamed from the government.

GST - Free
These are the only supplies for which no GST is gpplicable. This is where the supplier does not add
the GST to the sale price. The supplier is till entitled to clam any GST paid on inputs.

Asyou would expect, not many supplies are eligible to be GST - Free, but the list includes,
Food & Beverages,
Hedth,
Education,
Child Care, and
Water & Sewerage.

It is important to note tha within the listed item there are exceptions and qudifications that do
sgnificantly detract from the overal number and impact of suppliesincluded in this category.

One notable absenteeism from the lig are ‘Locd Government Rates however, this has been
addressed in the “Goods and Services Tax (GST) Divison 81 (Treasurer's) Determination” draft
advice. The find determination was anticipated by the end of November, but this has yet to be
released.

Input Taxed
These supplies are smilar to GST - Free in that no GST is gpplicable to the supply of the goods or

sarvices. The differenceis that the supplier is not entitled to clam any GST paid on inputs.

Supplies included under this category include,
Financid Services,
Resdentia Rents, and
Resdentid Premises.

Thisis the basic description of how the GST will operate. The fact that the GST will gpply to the mgority
of transaction means that it will impact on dl. In our particular Stuation, as with aout 2 million other
businesses, the GST will be ale to be clamed from the government. This process in itsdf will be a
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sgnificant chalenge. As mentioned previoudy, much of the specific detall has been omitted from this report
S0 asto only concentrate on the concepts.
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Impact on Lismore City Council:

The impact of the GST on Lismore City Council can be viewed from two postions. Firdly, from an
operationa perspective and secondly, from the perspective of the ratepayers and other users of our goods,
sarvices and facilities. This report focuses mainly on the operationd perspective.

Loca Government Fees & Charges
The Federd Treasurer’s (Divison 81) Determination schedule as to the GST - Free status of government
feesand chargesis till to be released. The draft schedulesindicated this status will gpply to:
rates, water, sewerage and drainage charges, fines, regulatory and licensing fees, domestic waste
charges (more than likedly).

What this means is that there are a consderable number of other fees and charges for which the GST will
apply. Examples of these include:
Section 94 levies, DA fees, caravan parks charges, city hal fees, Goondlabah Community Centre
fees, sports ground fees, park fees, swimming pool fees, quarry charges, lawn cemetery/crematorium
charges, waste management charges and tourism fees.

The financid impact of this Stuation will be felt by the ratepayers or other users of our goods, services and
faclities. Operationdly, there will be a sgnificant increase in administrative workload to capture this
information accurately so that the GST can be remitted to the government.

Adminidration
The regidration of Lismore City Council as a busness under the GST legidation is very redrictive and
impaoses significant requirements. We have no option but to register in accordance with the legidation.

On the basis that the mgority of supplies we receive and a large percentage of the supplies we make,
excluding rates, water and sawerage charges (approx. 60,000 transactions), have a GST component in the
costings, there will be increased adminigrative cost. These are the likdy implications from this Stuation,

The current software will need to be modified to ensure that most of this information is captured
efficiently and accurately by the computer system. There has been some discussion with Civil Software
regarding our main frame software and they anticipate commencing work on the upgrade in the New
Y ear. Changes to standard forms etc will also be required to meet requirements. There may aso be the
need for some hardware upgrades but this will be dependant on the full extent of the GST - Free status
of local government fees and charges.

As wel as software modifications, saff will need intensive training to recognise the differing GST
treatments for various supplies, as wel as other compliance requirements. It is proposed that all
Finance staff will have some exposure to both generd and specific GST training as the front line in
meeting these requirements will be from within this section.
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As an indication of the increased workload, GST is not required to be shown separately on an invoice.
This means that every invoice, around 52,000, will need to be checked to ensure that they are ‘tax
invoices and a GST is payable. The time involved in this process done may require ether additiona
gaffing or service levd adjustments.

Council will be required to remit to the government a monthly return which details the GST received
and pad, as well as any ‘adjusments for previous periods. As you might imagine, if the software
sysem is well desgned, the mgor component of this workload will be undertaken by the computer.
The complicated part is deding with the *adjusments and the prescribed manner in which they must
be completed. As such, the computer will not be able to do everything, unfortunately.

Cash Flow
Itislikey that Councils cash flow will be detrimentaly effected and as such ‘interest on investments will be
reduced.

Aswe will pay a GST on supplies received, a least 10% extra cash will be leaving the organisation. This
amount is then cdlaimed from the government. The implications are that we will be without at least $100,000
to $300,000 a any given point in time which we would normaly invest. The loss in interest as aresult in
decreased investments could be as much as $30,000. Interna practices will be introduced to minimise this
effect as much as possble without pendising suppliers.

Other Issues
There are ds0 other generd implications on Councils that need further clarification. For instance,

Insurance Premiums - An insurance premium will include a GST. The GST can ether be dlamed as
ainput tax credit or not. If it is, any insurance claim payment will be reduced by a GST component.
In our case, it is more codt effective to not claim the input tax credit. The net increase in insurance
costs for next year will be around $30,000.

Resdentid Housing - We provide some resdentid housing. As dated above, this supply is
consdered an “Input Taxed” supply meaning that we pay a GST on supplies, but cannot claim the
input tax credit. Consequently, our costs to provide residentid housing will increase by up to 10%.
To recover this cost, we need to charge the tenants more.

Summary
Until dl the details associated with the GST are known and assessed, the red cost to Council for

implementation will be difficult to quantify. Best estimates suggest well over $100,000. Thankfully, a large
part of these costs are included in existing budgets for staff and professond development. The only costs
which will sgnificantly effect avalable funds at this time appear to be the reduction in Interest on
Investments and the increase in Insurance Premiums,

Actions Undertaken to Prepare for the GST:

The Locd Government & Shires Association of NSW is co-ordinating a number of actions in respect of
implementing the GST in locd government. This has come about as the result of the Federd Government
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making funding available under the Locd Government Incentive Program (LGIP) for this purpose. The
program includes,

a) GST Awaeness Seminars (1) - Desgned for Councillors, Generad Managers and Senior Non
Financid Managers. (One held in Lismore 7/12/99)

b) GST Awareness Seminars (2) - Dedgned for Finance & Systems Professonas. To be held during
February 2000.

c) NSW Locd Government GST Manud - This document is being prepared and is planned to be a
comprehengve reference and ingdructiond tool. It is due for release shortly and by dl accounts, will be
critica for the successful implementation of the GST for alot of councils.

d) Generd co-ordination and support for enquires and requests.

€) Funding for groups of councils to undertake intensve workshops to ensure consstent gpplication and
implementation of the GST. Equivaent to $2,000 per Council.

The LGSA approach is conddered to be the ‘big picture approach, but some of the initiatives are
welcomed even though the timing of some of these actions is insufficient for the best results. The funding
from the Federal Government is ‘inadequate’ to meet dl requirements.

To support these efforts, management and staff have aready undertaken generd training on the GST with
Finance staff attending a number of professona courses on the GST. Also, Information Services have been
in contact with our mainframe software provider and other issues as they arise are being dedlt with.

Also, the Voluntary Structurd Reform Group comprising Lismore, Balina, Byron, Tweed and Kyogle
Councils (Mayors & GMs) agreed that a joint gpproach to the implementation of GST was appropriate.
As such, the Finance Managers from these Councils have undertaken to gppoint a consultant to evauate
the implementation of GST on a shared basis. Costs will be shared and an application to the LGSA funding
for $2,000 per Council has been made. It would aso appear that Richmond River, Casino and Rous
Councils will join the group.

The consultant will specificaly evaluate Councils operations and advise on the risks and requirements of
meeting the GST as diginct from a generd commentary. This includes an implementation plan. This is
anticipated to be completed and presented to Management by January 31, 2000.

Between the Manud to be provided by the LGSA and the Consultants evaluation, a detailed step by step
process for the implementation of the GST will be provided.

Conclusion

The GST will impact on Councils operations. While not dl implications are known &t this time, preparations
arewdl in hand to meet the requirements of the legidation.

It is planned to have Council GST compliant and tested by May 2000, well in advance of the July 1, 2000
commencement date.
